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W Fernwood Resident Rescues Young Hedgehogs £

AS most people are aware, the population
of urban hedgehogs is falling. This is mainly
due to the destruction of habitat, use of
pesticides such as slug pellets and road kill. It
therefore gives me great pleasure to report a
success story.

A nature loving resident of Fernwood who
prefers to remain anonymous rescued two
very small hedgehogs on consecutive days in
late November. The two hedgehogs, one
male and one female were found wandering
in his rear garden during daylight hours.
There is no doubt they were looking for food
as both were very small and considerably
under weight.

A sick hedgehog needs
swift and decisive action

Finding a hedgehog during the day is a sure
sign that it is in distress and needs help.
Fortunately by taking immediate action the
lives of these two young animals will most
likely be saved. They were both emaciated,
the male weighing 390g, whilst the much
smaller female was only 195g. In both cases
they were well below the 500g needed for a
hedgehog to survive the winter. Furthermore
the female was badly affected by mange. Had
they not been rescued it is almost certain
that they would have died from dehydration,
hypothermia or starvation.

Upon finding a small,
injured or sick hedgehog
it is essential to take
swift and decisive
action. The animal
should be carefully
placed in a tall-sided,
newspaper-lined
cardboard, or similar
box using gloved hands
as the hedgehog can be
infected by a number of |
fleas or mites. It is also
essential to provide a
heat source in order to
keep it warm. A screw -
topped glass bottle filled

covered in peanut butter is a good source of
nutrition. Never give a hedgehog bread or
milk as this could kill it.

The box should then be closed and assistance
sought from such a place as Hedgehog
Welfare, which is located in Foston. Mrs Janet
Peto, who runs this charitable hedgehog
sanctuary and has been looking after sick and
injured hedgehogs for more than 30 years,
will be more than happy to provide you with
sound advice and then take care of the
animal. She can be reached at anytime by
telephoning 07940 714830.

It is now hoped that the two young
hedgehogs, now named Hercules and Nell,
will both make a full recovery and go into
hibernation once their medical problems
have been dealt with and their body weight
increased to the prescribed 500g. In fact | am
hoping to foster one over the winter so that it
can be returned into its natural habitat next
Spring.

On a further but
sadder note, a third
hedgehog was found
dead on Dale Way,
undoubtedly kill by a
passing car. Whilst
we all like hedgehogs,
with thoughts of Mrs.
Tiggywinkle, their
defence mechanism
is unsuited for

and SLOW DOWN for

with hot water is ideal.
This should then be wrapped in several
sheets of newspaper and placed in the box.
The box should then be partly filled with
shredded newspaper to cover the hedgehog.
It will also be beneficial to place some water
and food in the box. Kitten or puppy biscuits
will suffice; alternatively chopped chicken or
mince would be fine. Even a digestive biscuit

Please do look out for
hedgehogs on the road
whilst driving late at night.

Rules about Hedgehogs

. If you find an injured or
distressed hedgehog seek
assistance immediately.

. If you disturb a nest,
collect all of the hoglets
and mum whilst wearing
protective gloves, place in
a high sided box and seek
assistance. If necessary
call the RSPCA

. If you have a hedgehog
visit your garden, leave
out clean fresh water
especially if the weather is
warm and dry.

. Feed early in the evening
with kitten biscuits or
hedgehog food.

. Never feed hedgehogs
with bread or milk - a
healthy hedge will do that
job for you.

. Do not use slug pellets.

. If you discover a small
underweight hedgehog of
less than 500g, seek
assistance.

. Do not leave rubber
bands, beer raps or plastic
cups as these can kill
hedgehogs.
